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ABSTRACT

Poly (Vinylalcohol) (PVA) was allowed to react with amino benzoic acids, urea, and with several animno acids. The products were Poly(vinylalcohol) having amino groups in the repeating units. The pendant amino groups were converted to phtalamic and maleamic acids and their corresponding imides. The new resins showed better physical, thermal and chemical properties than (PVA].
